Since its
introduction in 2007, over 20,000 students enjoyed watching The Kid working alongside
Power Woman to defeat the evil villains Rocket Socket, P-Yeww and Carmen Monoxide.
Teachers, students and principals from all over Alberta were impressed and engaged by
this power-packed production. The tour has visited several smaller schools in more remote
areas of the province, giving students their first exposure to the performing arts and live
educational theatre that uses song and dance to deliver a very serious safety message.
